· The same patient must not be entered into multiple categories (except Patient’s Smile and Generosity of a Smile).

· Entries will not be returned, please send copies.

· Judges reserve the right to reallocate entries, if they feel it appropriate.

· Closing date for all entries is 18 November 2011.

· Please note: full anonymity will be given at the judging stage. Avoid embedding your name in your entry other than on your entry form.

· All entries will be reviewed and then shortlisted. The shortlisted nominees will be notified mid January 2012.

Cost of Entry

Orthodontic Smile: fixed appliances / removable appliances

This category is aimed at those who use the art and science of orthodontics to create the perfect smile. Entries should detail the treatment where orthodontics was used as the primary means of creating the perfect smile.

Entries should include standard orthodontic views of the patient before and after treatment, as well as photographs of record models where available. The case report should discuss the patient’s concerns and include details of diagnosis and the rationale for therapy, including different options presented to the patient. 

This year we will have two orthodontic categories, allowing practitioners who undertake removable appliance therapy to be marked separately from fixed appliances.

The CD should be clearly labeled with your name, contact details and the category.

Best Whitening Case (NEW!)

Bleaching is one of the simplest and most effective ways of improving a patient’s smile. However there are times when it is less than straightforward. 
Entries in this category should include bleaching cases that were complex – either because of a single dark tooth, heavy staining or other reasons. Simple bleaching cases, where there were no complicating factors, should not be submitted. The outcome of the treatment, as well as the rationale behind the treatment and how it was delivered,

Please do not embed photos into the Word file – they should be sent separately.

Avoid embedding your name into the case studies or using letter headed paper as the judges will judge entries anonymously.

For the bleaching category, the report should discuss the patient’s concerns and include details of diagnosis and the rationale for therapy, including a description of the tray design used and the rationale for its selection as well as a discussion of the bleaching agent selected, the application regime and the sequencing and duration of treatment. 

Restorative Smile (single arch & full mouth)

This category will allow entrants to showcase their work using indirect restorative treatments (e.g. veneers or crowns) to create the perfect smile. Entries into this category should show comprehensive treatment, using at least four restorations or as many as necessary to achieve this. Restorative combination cases of crowns and bridges (or fixed-removable crown and denture cases), with or without veneers, may also be entered.

Entries to this category may be from a dentist, a technician, or a joint entry from a dentist and a technician. Please provide the full name of the technician and the laboratory that has assisted you in this case.

Entries in this category should include treatment of one or two indirect anterior restorations (crowns/veneers or a combination) adjacent to natural teeth. 

Entries to this category may be from a dentist, a technician, or a joint entry from a dentist and a technician. Please provide the full name of the technician and the laboratory that has assisted you in this case.

Entries in this category should include treatment where direct composite resin was used, e.g. for diastema closure, class IVs, direct veneers or a combination.

Interdisciplinary Smile 

This award is aimed at those carrying out complex aesthetic rehabilitations that combine at least 3 treatment disciplines, e.g. restorative treatment combined with implant placement, periodontal treatment or pre-restorative orthodontics. Individual disciplines are defined as follows: restorative dentistry, implant dentistry, orthodontics, periodontics, endodontics, maxillofacial surgery. 

Entries may be made by an individual practitioner or by a group of practitioners who have together delivered a complex treatment plan to correct a multitude of problems. If a group entry is submitted, entries must demonstrate the communication between the dentists/laboratories. The treatment presented must combine at least 3 different disciplines and include the laboratory work in each case. (Purely restorative treatment plans should be entered in the Restorative Smile category.)

Entries to this category may be from a dentist, a technician, or a joint entry from a dentist and a technician. Please provide the full name of the technician and the laboratory that has assisted you in this case.

Entries may be made by an individual practitioner or by a group of practitioners who have together delivered care to the patient.

Facial Aesthetics Case
Facial aesthetics is rapidly becoming a part of mainstream dental practice. These awards will recognise those skilled at using these non-surgical methods to enhance facial appearance. 

Entries in this category should include a combination of botulinum toxin and fillers. The use of chemical peels, microdermabrasion and laser resurfacing or other treatments may be included in addition but is not mandatory.

If the entry includes cosmetic dentistry in addition, the case report should include details of both the non-surgical treatment and also the restorative / orthodontic treatment as per the restorative/ orthodontic category.

Aesthetic Technician

The dentist is often only as good as the lab technician that is involved in the team. This award will recognise the technician whose skills allow the dentist to create that perfect smile. 

A combined entry from a dentist and technician is acceptable. The technician who completed the work may also enter entries in the Restorative Smile, Single Implant, Multiple Implant or Interdisciplinary Smile here.

In this category, entries should include a number of anterior indirect restorations. This can be anything from one restoration to a full mouth.

The case report must be between 1,000 and 2,000 words detailing the treatment carried out. The level of detail should allow the judges to understand what treatment was carried out and why. Please do not embed any photographs into the word file. 

The case report should discuss the patient’s concerns and include details of diagnosis and the rationale for therapy, including different options presented to the patient, and a description of how technical, aesthetic and functional issues were addressed during treatment. 
Avoid embedding your name is the case studies or using letter headed paper as the judges will judge entries anonymously. 

Patient’s Smile (free entry) 

In this category we ask the patient to nominate their dentists who, through improvements to the patient’s smile, have made a big difference to the patient’s life. The form of treatment is not important – it is the patient’s opinion that counts here! 

Please include a few good-quality photographs of the patient’s smile before and after treatment and include these in the submission.

Generosity of a Smile (free entry)
This category is to recognise those who donate their services and time to a patient. Any kind of treatment is acceptable but it must be treatment that has been provided on a pro-bono (i.e. free to the patient) basis. Patients treated ‘for free’ during clinical courses or in the course of a hospital / community position are exempt from entry into this category. (Optional: testimonial from the patient.)
